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	Workshop wastewater contains a number of pollutants including oil, dirt, metals, paint and cleaner detergents and must be treated prior to disposal. A Council approved oil/water separator (OWS) should be installed for this purpose.

· We inspect and clean the OWS at regular intervals to ensure it operates effectively. This will minimise the threat of overflow contaminating the environment, with subsequent risk of prosecution. 
· We record when the OWS is inspected and cleaned out, as this is required by Toyota and Enviro-Mark.

	· Inspect sediment levels in the first chamber.
· If oil is seen floating in the last chamber, empty and clean the separator.
· Cleaning of the OWS should be by an approved waste management company or local authority.



Inspection and cleaning frequency

Frequency of inspections and cleaning depends on OWS capacity and the volume of vehicles and parts washing. Toyota recommends monthly inspection (*but check if your Council requires more frequent inspection) and cleaning every 6 months.
