Poor environmental practices by contractors will lead to a review of working contracts and possible termination.

When on site I agree to:

comply with national regulations and local bylaws. These include the safe and responsible handling, storage, discharge and/or disposal of any products or materials.
have the necessary training, qualifications, licenses and certificates.
declare if any activity is likely to discharge to the environment (pollution to air, water or as waste), such as dust, exhaust fumes, oil, contaminated water, construction waste etc.
explain (if there is a likelihood of a discharge to air, land or water) how I will control/manage those discharges on site.
no substance discharge to stormwater drains, willful discharges to the atmosphere or placement of materials in locations or bins not intended for their disposal.
notify the relevant Manager if any hazardous substances are to be brought on site, and what storage and handling controls (including emergency response plans where necessary) will be in place to prevent pollution or injury to our staff, customers or other people working on site.
[bookmark: _GoBack]notify the relevant Manager if any new potential accidents or emergency situations are identified on site or created by the contractors activity. 
remove hazardous substances (and their containers) from the site, and explain how they will be disposed of safely and responsibly.


Please note: From time to time, we may require contractors to provide evidence of management and disposal practices to ensure good standards are in place.
